Products should be diluted 1 part
product to 3 parts water and allowed to sit on the dog for a full 5 mins before rinsing.
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Orange PEK Conditioner — Add this in with your conditioner to get that extra slip and remove excess
undercoat. For even better deshedding results or to help remove excess grease from a coat, pair this
with our Close — Open — Close technique!
